Students take on the roles of family members with different interests and plan a two-week holiday to Germany, visiting at least three places, one of which must be Berlin. They use offline and online resources to prepare an oral PowerPoint presentation, which they present to the class. A rubric is provided for assessment. A teacher page is not available, but will be added in the future. No grade level is specified, but it would be suitable for upper elementary or secondary students. In spite of the title, a knowledge of German is not necessary. This is an interesting and clearly-presented WebQuest. 

Eine Reise durch Deutschland
http://www.fd.appstate.edu/webquests/messner_s02/Spring1/WebQuest/Final/HomePage.html 
Expect the students to spend some time completing this WebQuest, which is suitable for 10th Grade and integrates history, music, English, health, and culture. Students win a survivor trip to Germany and compete against other teams in the class. The first team to complete all activities correctly wins a meal of sauerkraut and bratwurst. Some of the activities are quite basic, like answering questions on a worksheet, but others require some imagination, like the one where you pretend that you are Brahms and have to explain why you are the best candidate for a job opening at a prestigious location. The Teacher Page contains information the students will need before starting the project.

What teenager’s attention wouldn’t be piqued by this gripping title? The idea is for the students to collect information they will need when planning a trip to and from Germany, and to present their virtual trip in the form of a video, PowerPoint presentation, or overheads. They must also compile a travel log. A rubric evaluates the entire project. The WebQuest assumes students have had two years of German. There are some grammatical and spelling errors, and the process and resources could have been laid out more clearly, making them easier to understand. I like the idea behind the WebQuest, but I would have presented it a little differently. 

Immigrants from Germany

Students have five specific tasks: write a diary account from the viewpoint of a German emigrating to the U.S.; create a HyperStudio presentation detailing the waves of German immigrants from at least three time periods; report on one German immigrant who had an impact on the development of the U.S.; research an area of the country that has been influenced by German immigrants; report on a group of German immigrants who chose to form isolated communities. Some of the links no longer work, but the current locations (or similar information) can be found by entering the exact title of the link in Google. The questions posed by the WebQuest encourage critical thinking. No teacher information or assessment suggestions are provided. I would definitely have my students complete this WebQuest. No knowledge of the German language is necessary, which makes it adaptable for a wider range of content areas and grade levels.

Schwarzwald und Amazonas Regenwald: A Comparison

This WebQuest is from a school district that has foreign language classes from 4th to 12th grade and which integrates the languages into the various content areas. This particular WebQuest is geared toward 5th graders who study the rain forest (technology and science). Acid rain threatening Germany’s Black Forest is compared to similar problems in the Amazon. The task is to research the animals, plants, products, and climates of the two forests and to compare and contrast them in a Venn diagram before translating the findings into German (they will be presented to the German Secretary for the Environment). Unfortunately, many of the links are dead, but those that work are excellent. A rubric is presented for evaluation purposes. Navigation is slightly erratic, but overall presentation and particularly the premise are inviting. I would definitely have my students complete the WebQuest. 

Wilkommen in Bayern!

Students take on different roles to create a PowerPoint presentation on Bavaria. They also keep individual travel journals (one entry must be in German, so the suggested level is intermediate or second year German students). The process is clearly defined and the roles are creative (Historiker, Kulturist, Aussenmensch). An attractive background, icons, and layout enhance the site. An evaluation process is provided and a teacher page with valuable information is available. This is one WebQuest my students will complete.
