FM system best practices.
For the instructor:

· Make sure the transmitter unit is turned on.

· Make sure the microphone is plugged into the audio jack on the transmitter.

· Repeat questions from other students so that the student wearing the receiver unit can participate fully.

· Leave the transmitter behind when you are done with it.

For those setting up the FM system:
· Make sure that there are good batteries in the transmitter and the receiver.  Make sure there are extra batteries provided.  The batteries run out fairly quick in this equipment.
· Make sure all connections are good.  Lose connections can affect audio quality.

· Make sure the equipment is in the on/talk position.

· Make sure the channels are set correctly.

For the student:

· Make sure the receiver is powered on.
· Make sure the volume is up.
· There should be extra batteries in the case if needed.
