1. The minutes of April 24, 2005 were approved.  

2. According to Steve, IT would not be providing any support or use of their Keyserver licenses recently aquired.  Connie thought they would have to offer it campus wide if they were to offer it for adaptive technology purposes in Technopolis.  IT is not ready to do that yet.  SA will continue to use their Keyserver licenses on the AT machines not under the IT umbrella (TRiO and Testing).

3. Three Adaptive stations in Technopolis have been maintained partially by SA.  Connie would like to get back to the IT policy of IT installing, training, and providing first-level support of software installed on IT computers.
4. IT wants to include some (JAWS, ZoomText, Kurzwiel3000, and ReadPlease) AT software in their public site master image.  SA would provide the licenses for JAWS and ZoomText.  ReadPlease is a free download.  The Kurzwiel3000 licenses (40 learner stations) would be provided by Kathleen Puckett in the College of Education and Leadership.  SA will provide 1 K3000 scan and read license (as we have always done) for the AT station in Technopolis with a scanner.  IT will use their Keyserver software to monitor AT software usage and license restrictions for all of their public site computers.  IT will share their Keyserver reports on AT usage with us for our monthly stats.
5. DRC has 10 Concurrent use licenses of ZoomText.  SA will keep 7 of those for use on SA computers.  We will provide IT with 3 licenses for use in Technopolis. DRC has a 10-user site license for JAWS.  SA will keep 7 of those for use on SA computers.  We will provide IT with 3 licenses for use in Technopolis.  There are three ways IT can install JAWS.  Stand alone, the keys reside on the server, or a client/server-based install.  Eric and Steve will call JAWS tech support and determine the best way to go.
6. According to IT policy, IT they would like to have possession of any software installed on their computers.  SA will provide them the software for JAWS and ZoomText.  DRC will keep backup copies for support purposes of SA computers.  Key disks were a concern in the past, however the new versions of JAWS does not use key disks anymore.  ZoomText does not use a key disk.
7. It was decided that at this time Dragon Naturally speaking would not be possible to include in an IT master image.  It is impractical, and we don’t have the licensing to do so.  SA will provide (like they have every semester) one of their 5 licenses to one of the AT stations in Technopolis.

8. The issue of backing up DNS user voice files was brought up since they are lost when IT or SA image a computer.  It was decided that Charlie would request a network share for DRC dedicated to storing these rather large files (some exceeding 500mb).  Users would have to be identified at the beginning of each semester so IT can provide read/write privileges on a semester-by-semester basis.

9. IT is in the process of finalizing (by June 30th) their master public site image.  Eric will work with Steve in order to get the AT software installed and working properly.  Eric will work with Naomi and the Technopolis staff on training and providing first-level support of AT software used in Technopolis. 

10. Deni mentioned other AT software that may be included in future IT master public site images (e-text reader and word prediction software).  Any software to be added in future semesters needs to be discussed before the end of the current semester
